o Honors designations recognized at the ceremony and listed in the program will be 
determined by the Athens State GPA as of the end of the previous semester based on 
the following: 

 3.50-3.69  -  Cum Laude (bronze medallion) 
 3.70-3.89  -  Magna Cum Laude (silver medallion) 
 3.90 – 4.0  -  Summa Cum Laude (gold medallion) 

o Honors printed on your transcript and posted on your diploma will be determined 
by the final Athens State GPA.
