= [Institutional GPA of 3.50 -3.69 Cum Laude (bronze medallion)

o Since all grades for the final semester may not be available in time for commencement ceremonies and

printing of commencement programs, degree with honor designations for a commencement ceremony
are unofficial.

o Final academic honor designations are determined after grades for the final semester have been posted.

Final, official honor designations will be reflected on the Athens State transcript and on the Athens State
diploma.
