Honors 
To be eligible for a degree with honor, a student must have completed at least 45 undergraduate 
semester hours at the University.  

o Degrees with honor are based on performance in all undergraduate academic work completed at 
Athens State University, with the exception of any coursework excluded by course forgiveness or 
academic bankruptcy. 
  

o The following honors may be awarded to undergraduate students: 
 Institutional GPA of 3.9 - 4.0  Summa Cum Laude (gold medallion)  

 Institutional GPA of 3.70 - 3.89 Magna Cum Laude (silver medallion)  

 Institutional GPA of 3.50 -3.69 Cum Laude (bronze medallion) 

 

o Since all grades for the final semester may not be available in time for commencement ceremonies and 

printing of commencement programs, degree with honor designations for a commencement ceremony 

are unofficial.  

 

o Final academic honor designations are determined after grades for the final semester have been posted. 

Final, official honor designations will be reflected on the Athens State transcript and on the Athens State 

diploma. 
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o Honor medallions are $20 plus tax and can be purchased from the University Bookstore after  

April 21, 2021.
